DECLARACION ESPECIAL SOBRE LA NECESIDAD DE PONER FIN AL BLOQUEO
ECONOMICO, COMERCIAL Y FINANCIERO
DE LOS ESTADOS UNIDOS DE AMERICA CONTRA CUBA

Las Jefas y los Jefes de Estado y de Gobierno de América Latina y el Caribe, reunidos en
Ciudad de México, México, en ocasidn de la VI Cumbre de la Comunidad de Estados
Latinoamericanos y Caribenos (CELAC), el 18 de septiembre de 2021,

Reafirman su rechazo a las medidas econémicas coercitivas no sustentadas en el Derecho
Internacional, incluidas todas aquellas acciones unilaterales aplicadas contra paises
soberanos que afectan el bienestar de sus pueblos y estdn concebidas para impedirles que
ejerzan su derecho a decidir, por su propia voluntad, sus propios sistemas politicos,
econdmicos y sociales;

Reiteran su enérgico rechazo a la aplicacion de leyes y medidas contrarias al Derecho
Internacional. Los Estados miembros de la CELAC denuncian la ejecucion de, leyes y
medidas extraterritoriales, que atenten contra la soberania e intereses de tercerosy exhortan
a todos los estados a que ponga fin, inmediata e incondicionalmente, a su aplicacion;

Recuerdan que desde 1992, la Asamblea General de las Naciones Unidas ha solicitado, en 29
resoluciones, la necesidad de poner fin al blogueo econdmico, comercial y financiero
impuesto a Cuba por el gobierno de los Estados Unidos de América y destacan el apoyo
abrumador de los Estados Miemlbros de las Naciones Unidas a la mas reciente Resolucién
A/RES/75/289, aprobada el 23 de junio de 2021;

1. Instan al Presidente de los Estados Unidos de América, a modificar sustancialmente la
aplicacion del bloqueo contra Cuba, y al Congreso de ese pais a proceder a su eliminacion;

2. Reiteran que dicho bloqueo es contrario a los principios de la Carta de las Naciones Unidas
y del Derecho Internacional;

3. Reiteran, asimismo, su mas profunda preocupacién por el recrudecimiento de esta
politica, sobre todo en el contexto de la pandemia de COVID-19, y su rechazo a la
dimension extraterritorial del bloqueo, que ha impactado severamente y negativamente
las transacciones financieras internacionales de Cuba y el bienestar del pueblo cubano;

4, Solicitan a todas las partes involucradas el cumplimiento de las sucesivas resoluciones
aprobadas por la Asamblea General de las Naciones Unidas y que atienda a los reiterados
[lamados de la Comunidad Internacional para poner fin al bloqueo econédmico, comercial
y financiero que mantiene contra Cuba, que es contrario al Derecho Internacional y causa
danos cuantiosos e injustificables al bienestar del pueblo cubano.

SPECIAL DECLARATION ON THE NEED TO PUT AN END TO THE ECONOMIC,
COMMERCIAL AND FINANCIAL BLOCKADE IMPOSED BY
THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA AGAINST CUBA

The Heads of State and Government of Latin America and the Caribbean, gathered in Mexico
City, Mexico, on occasion of the 6th Summit of the Community of Latin American and
Caribbean States (CELAC), on September 18th, 2027,

Reaffirm their rejection of the economic coercive measures not supported by the
International Law, including all those unilateral actions imposed on sovereign countries that
impair the well-being of their peoples and are designed to prevent these countries from
exercising their right to decide, by their own free will, their political, economic and social
systems;

Reiterate their firm rejection of the application of laws and measures contrary to
International Law. CELAC Member States denounce the enforcement of extraterritorial laws
and measures, which undermines the sovereignty and interests of third parties and effects,
and urge all states to, immediately and unconditionally, put an end to its application;

Recalling that, since 1992, the United Nations General Assembly has requested, in 29
resolutions, the need to put an end to the economic, commercial and financial blockade
imposed against Cuba by the Government of the United States of America and highlighting
the overwhelming support given by member States of the United Nations to the most recent
Resolution A/RES/75/289, approved on June 23rd, 2021;

1. Urge the President of the United States of America, to substantially modify the
application of the blockade against Cuba, and the Congress of that country to proceed
with its elimination;

2. Reiterate that this blockade is contrary to the principles of the United Nations Charter
and International Law;

3. Further, reiterate their deepest concern for the tightening of this policy, especially
during the COVID-19 pandemic and their rejection of the extraterritorial dimension of
the blockade, which has severely impacted Cuba’s international financial transactions
and consequently impaired the well-being of the Cuban people;

4. Request all concern parties to fulfill the successive resolutions adopted by the United
Nations General Assembly and, in response to the repeated calls from the
International Community, to put an end to the economic, commercial and financial
blockade against Cuba, which is contrary to International Law, severely and
unjustifiably damages the well-being of the Cuban people.
